Seattle Historic Hike Information:

1. Each unit or group must submit a Local Tour Permit at least two weeks before going on the hike and must have the Permit in their possession while on the hike.
2. All Scouts and Scouters must wear their BSA Field Uniforms during the hike.

3. There are no set schedules or time limits for the hike. Your unit plans and completes the hike at anytime on any day.

4. The trail can be hiked in either direction (refer to map).

5. The Klondike Museum can be visited at any time during the hike. Make sure that the museum is open on the day you plan to do the hike.

6. All the requirements for earning the patch and medal are listed on the worksheet.

7. The patches and medals are recorded by the Chief Seattle Council, so the applications and reports are turned into the Chief Seattle Council Scout Service Center.
8. After turning in the paperwork to the Chief Seattle Council Scout Service Center, the awards can be purchased at the Chief Seattle Council Trading Post.

9. The awards are then presented by a Seattle Historical Trail advisor at the unit level and/or District Roundtable.

Hiking Tips:
1. The museum has changed locations from what is shown on the worksheet. It is now located at the corner of 2nd Avenue and Jefferson Street.

2. Some of the historical plaques are missing along the hike due to temporary construction or theft. Don't worry if you can't find a few of them. The Seattle Scout office is aware of this.

3. A good place to park is at the Macy’s parking garage downtown near 2nd Avenue and Stewart Street. The cost is $24 max. per car per day. If you park in the garage before 9 AM, the cost is only $11 per car per day for early bird parking. From the garage, the group can walk or take a bus (no cost in downtown) to the starting point on 2nd Avenue.

4. At the end of the hike, a trolley can be taken from the Wooden Boats Pavilion back to downtown. The trolley line ends downtown just a block away from the Macy’s parking garage. The cost for the trolley is 75¢ per youth and $2.75 per adult for a one-way ride.

5. A portion of the hike takes place along the waterfront, which is a good place to take a lunch break around half way through the hike.

6. Pikes Place Market is a crowed public area. Your unit or group may have to pay special attention to keep everyone together, so no one gets lost or separated from the group.

7. The hike is relatively level except for 3 blocks: one block of steps going up to the Seattle Art Museum and two blocks along Cedar St. heading north.
